A historian by training, Denni-
son attended Miles Commu-
nity College in 1960. He went
on to receive
Degree with highest honors in
history from The University of
Montana in 1962. He received
his Masteros
University of Montana in
1963, and then earned his
Ph.D. in history from the
University of Washington in
1967. He has written numer-
ous publications and made

several professional presenta-

tions in both history and
higher education.
